The program in Box Elder County is an Extension Managed program.  Programs are 8-10 week tracks in the fall and spring.  The program is one day a week for one hour a day.  In this program they meet as a 4-H club and work on specific projects using different 4-H curriculum.  Different Projects include:  Food, Rocketry, Health Rocks, and Ag in the Classroom

The program is located in each individual school and volunteers, who are paid a stipend from the grant the Extension Office received, run the program at each school.  Teen leaders also assist with the program.

This program operates on funds received from the State TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families) Grant.

The program was started in eight elementary schools and is now in all elementary schools in Box Elder County.

To obtain this grant, a collaboration was made between the school district, county commissioner, and Boys and Girls Club.  The 4-H office works very closely with the school district.

Brandee feels it is important to pay the leaders a small stipend because this enables her to require accountability from them. She also said it is best to use the same curriculum in all the schools.
