3) Highlight your 4-H leadership.  Discuss your abilities, growth, dedication, team work, etc. Explain how 4-H helped you become a better leader. 
4) Highlight your 4-H community service. Discuss how 4-H has increased your interest and participation in community affairs, your sense of giving back, caring for others, etc. 
5) Describe in detail how 4-H has influenced your life. Show such things as how 4-H has affected your self image, your school success, your career choices, your abilities, etc.
