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4-H Club – A club with 5 or more members from 3 or more families, youth in leadership roles, and meets at least six times a year

 Family 4-H Club – A club with less than 5 members or from less than 3 families, youth in leadership roles, and meets at least six times a year. On the ES237, still should be included as a Community Club.
[image: image2.wmf]Six Hour Rule: The youth is receiving a six hour educational experience.  (This doesn’t include the time the agent spends preparing for the event.) It can include the follow-up or practice time or continued teaching by a parent, teacher, or club leader.  (i.e.  Embryology – The agent spends one hour in the classroom and the teacher spends an hour a day for 2 weeks teaching curriculum provided by 4-H = this would count.)

Delivery Modes

4-H Community Club: Clubs consisting of at least one leader and more than one member.  The most common type of club used. In Utah, this can include family clubs with more than one youth. Youth councils should go here.
4-H Inschool Club: Clubs held during school hours.  
4-H After-School Club: Clubs held in the school building under school settings during after-school hours.  They should be aware they are part of 4-H, say pledge, do service project, youth in leadership roles, meet at least 6 times, and projects should last at least 6 hours
Military 4-H Club: Organized by the Armed Forces often on military instillations and principally for military dependents.

*4-H Special Interest/Short-Term Programs: Program focusing on usually one project area.  Lasts more than three days, but less than 2 months.

*4-H Overnight Camping Programs: Away from home at least one night. 

*4-H Day Camping Programs: Programs held with the youth returning home each night.  Usually only last 1-3 days.

*4-H School Enrichment Programs: Held during school hours in cooperation with school officials during school hours to support the school curriculum.

Individual Study/Mentoring/Family Programs: One leader with one youth, one on one teaching (Family Clubs with more than one member should be marked as a 4-H Community Club).
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Not a Youth Group Unit: A group with no youth involved.  This does not show up in the ES-237 Statistical Report. This should be used for Advisory Councils, Boards, Resource leaders, or newsletter lists.
